Hawaiian History- Ke�p�olani 

    

In 1778, Ke�p�olani  was born at Pihana in 

Wailuku, Maui.  Her birth name was, 

Kalanikauika‘alaneo, (the exhalted one placed in 

the calm).  She was affectionately called by other 

names such as; Makuahanaukama, (the mother of 

many children) and Wahine Pi‘o (woman of pi*o 

rank). 

Her father, K�wala��, was present at the birth of 

Ke�p�olani on Maui, but soon after was 

commanded to return to the island of Hawai‘i by 

his father.  King Kalani‘opu‘u had plans that 

K�wala�� would rule over the island Hawai‘i.  

     It was the custom in the islands that the ali’i or 

chiefs did not bring up their own child.  The child 

had numerous trained attendants that cared for 

lei making

them even as they became adults.  Ke�p�olani was 

raised under strict kapu.  As an infant being nursed 

by her wet nurse (kahu hanai waiu), neither a chief 

nor commoner could approach or touch her.  The 

penalty was to be burned to death. 

     In 1790, Kamehameha of Hawai‘i had set out to 

conquer all the Hawaiian Islands and to place them 

under his single rule.  The warriors of Maui and 

Hawai’i met in conflict at the famous battle, the 

men of Maui fought in the traditional style face-to-

face and hand-to-hand.  Kamehameha had the use 

of a cannon, lopaka.  His warriors towed Lopaka up 

to the valley of ‘�ao.  There were two foreigners 

that assisted Kamehameha, John Young and Isaac Davis. They 
were needed for their knowledge of this new weapon.  The

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recourse were to climb up the cliffs.  There were 

so many slained people both from armies that 

the bodies clogged the stream.  It is for this 

reason the battle was named Kepaniwai (battle of 

the dammed waters); also known as Ka‘uwa‘upali 

(clawed off the cliff). 

     Ke�p�olani, who is approximately 11 years of 

age,   witnessed this battle and at her side is, 

Keku‘iapoiwa (her mother), and her mother’s 

half-sister, Kalanikauiokikilokalaniakua, along 

with other chiefs.  They made their escape west 

over the pass to Olowalu and north to Lahaina 

where they meet up with Chiefess Kalola (her 

grandmother). 

     The plan was to flee to the island of O‘ahu, 

but unfortunately the elderly Kalola was ill and 

her court had stopped at Kalama‘ula on 

Moloka‘i.  Kamehameha respected  

the old reverence for lineage, as he did for all 

things traditional and asked Chiefess Kalola for 

her sacred daughters.  This request included 

Ke�p�olani.  Kalola advised Kamehameha that all 

this could be done upon her death.  Association 

with the sacred women of the royal Maui line 

would help Kamehameha consolidate and 

legitimize his authority in uniting the islands.  

During this time, Ke�p�olani is the highest ali‘i 

of all hawai‘i.   

     After the passing of chiefess kalola, 

kamehameha takes ke�p�olani, keku‘iapoiwa, 

and kalanikauiokikilokalaniakua to his household 

at keauhou in north kona.  It is in kailua-kona 

where kamehameha establishes his court.  Being 

captive was not want this women wanted, but 

ke�p�olani was obedient. 

     In 1795, kamehameha plans a warfare against 

kalanikupule, who escaped from the maui battle, 

and is now on the island of o‘ahu.  Ke�p�olani 

and her mother, keku‘iapoiwa, travels with kamehameha to 
nu‘uanu, o‘ahu where he defeats the army of kalanikupule.   
It is at this battle that an indigenous chief of this island 
gave her the name keōpūolani (the gathering of heaven).  In 
this same year, at waikiki, keōpūolani marries (ho‘ao) 

kamehameha but was only made his constant companion.  He slept 
with her only from time to time in order to perpetuate the high-
chiefly blood of the kingdom.  Their marriage linked the house of 
kamehameha to the ruling house of maui and the old ruling house 
of hawai‘i. 
     The lineage of keōpūolani made her more sacred than that of her 
uncle/husband, kamehameha i.  It is said that kamehameha would 
have to uncover the top part of his body when coming into the 
presence of his youthful and very high ranking wife. 
     The union of kamehameha i and keōpūolani produced the royal 
line of the kamehameha dynasty:  liholiho#, kauikeaouli#, and 
nahi‘ena‘ena.  Keōpūolani was known as a good mother, respectful 
to the chiefs, to her husband, and to all people.  Keōpūolani would 
break hawaiian tradition of hanai and keep her daughter nahienaena 
by her side.  
     On may 14, 1819 king kamehameha i dies in kailua-kona, 
hawai‘i.  It is his closest friend, hoapili, that is entrusted with the 
bones of this fallen chief.  Hoapili and keōpūolani tooked the 
sennit-wrapped remains of this great chief and placed it in a secret 
cave at kaloko.        
     At the death of kamehameha i all traditional kapu was lifted.  
His son, liholiho, was installed as king by queen regent 
ka‘ahumanu.  Liholiho wanted to keep all the kapu system, but he 
was persuaded by ka‘ahumanu, kaheiheimalia#, and his mother, 
keōpūolani to keep free eating (‘ainoa) as a permanent arrangement. 
     Keōpūolani had been attracted to the christian missionaries and 
would become the paramount symbol of two confliciting worlds.  
She and her daughter were the last female ali‘i whose mana was 
that of the old akua# .  A woman who gave up the very privileges 
of status that made her the highest person in the land. 
     On september 16, 1823, keōpūolani was baptized a christian, 
then passed away.  According to the wishes of keōpūolani, her 
people were allowed only to wail at her passing.   Her christian 
funeral was the first done for a high chief.
